 1. COURSE DESCRIPTION 

FRSL 207D1-D2 is the second of five levels in French as a Second Language offered at the French Language Centre 
(FLC). Focus is upon all oral and written skills with a view to improving comprehension and expression. Review and 
further training in basic structures. Enrichment of vocabulary and awareness of French culture through selected 
readings and audio-visual material. Course FRSL 206A (special permission required) is the first half of FRSL 207D. 
Students must be and stay registered in the same section for Fall and Winter terms (same days, same time, 
same teacher). They may not drop their D2 section at the end of D1 semester to register for another section of 
D2. 
 
2.  PREREQUISITES 

At the beginning of the course students can: 

Listening understand simple messages but have had very little contact with francophones or 
opportunity to listen to French in a natural context. 

Speaking respond to simple questions and instructions related to everyday topics, using very basic : 

Listening  understand the main ideas and some details of everyday conversation, related to 
personal, professional, and academic life by listening 
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Culture have an awareness of cultural differences and identities through being exposed to texts, 
dialogues and songs, dealing with a variety of topics relating to French speaking cultures 
and travel abroad and through being encouraged to speak French and meet French-
speakers outside of the classroom. This course will strive to introduce language and culture 
as they occur in real-life situations. 

Digital literacy  This course also aims at fostering students’ mastery of information and communication 
technologies (ICT) to better prepare them for their future tasks and responsibilities as 
students, professionals, and global citizens. Students will be exposed to varied online 
interactions, digital tools, and resources to develop language and intercultural skills by 
participating in activities/projects based on real-life tasks. 

 
4. PEDAGOGICAL APPROACH 
The pedagogical approach used in this course is the flipped classroom. This approach has been backed by extensive 
research and is supported by solid theories, including these in the field of second language acquisition (SLA). In this 
approach, students are the main actors of their leaning. The instructor is here to guide students in their learning 
and provide them with meaningful opportunities to practice the target language. 
 
5. EXPECTATIONS FOR STUDENT PARTICIPATION 
A six-credit course requires three hours of lectures per week for two terms. Credits also reflect the amount of effort 
required and generally assume two hours of personal study time for each contact hour. Therefore, to meet the 
demands of a university level course, you need to expect to spend an additional six to nine hours per week per 
class for related course work.
